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Sculpture Project Coming to San Luis

The Town of San Luis along with
the San Luis Main Street group is
always working to beautify our
downtown. The Main Street team
in particular is an organization that
meets monthly to discuss how to
dress up our downtown with aes-
thetically pleasing and culturally
significant decor for locals to enjoy
and to encourage visitors to stop in
San Luis.

Some recent Main Street proj-
ects include the purchasing of
benches and flower pots that are set
up around town and the banners
that adorn the light poles with early
family crests and histories. Both of
these projects have been successful
in not only making our downtown
shine a little brighter but also get-
ting people to travel up and down
Main Street, rather than consoli-
dating in one small area of town.

The most recent project that the

Main Street team is working on is a
San Luis sculpture walk. Similar to
downtown Alamosa, the walk will
consist of several sculptures placed
throughout the Main Street district.
This project will further encourage
visitors to stay in town, learning
about our history and culture and
patronizing our businesses.

The sculptures will primarily be
from artists in the San Luis Valley.
By featuring local artists, the Main
Street group hopes to shine a light
on the magnificent artwork that
emerges from our communities
here in Southern Colorado. Each
piece will be displayed for one year
and all of the artwork will be on sale
for people to purchase.

“We not only want to make our
downtown a vibrant and cultur-
ally significant area, we also want
to highlight the amazing artwork
that comes out of Southern Col-
orado. Artists from our area are
rarely highlighted so to give them a
chance to show their work in such
a public space means a lot”, said
Huberto Maestas, Vice President of
the Main Street team and local art-
ist whose work will be featured as a
part of the San Luis sculpture walk.

The group plans to have the
bases and sculptures installed by
the Fiesta de Santiago y Santa Ana
which runs during the last weekend
of July.

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Continuing a Tradition of Community Sports in San Luis:
Recreation Schedule Set for Summer 2025

The year is 1910. The mid-sum-
mer sun melts the remaining snow
along the southern Sangre’s. Dusty
fields blow their sediment around
the San Luis Valley, west towards
the sand dunes. Outside San Luis
in the village of San Acacio, one of
these dusty fields has been trans-
formed.

White chalk lines adorn the nor-
mally barren plot of land and 4
square plates have been placed in
the ground awaiting the day’s activ-
ities. Today the team from San Pab-
lo will travel — mostly by horse and
buggy — to San Acacio where they
will face off against their cross-
town rivals in one of the most an-
ticipated games of the season. After
along winter, baseball has returned
to Southern Colorado.

Fast forward to 2024 to anoth-
er barren plot of land. This time in
San Luis, in between San Pablo and
San Acacio, white chalk lines and
4 plates decorate the dust-covered
field. Cars, not horses, make their
way to the makeshift field to play
softball, to knowingly or unknow-
ingly continue a tradition of com-
munity recreation that has brought
people together in lower Costilla
County for over 100 years.

As plans for a new recreation
area in San Luis continue to unfold,
the historical element of the work

that is being done has been striking.
History and culture are everything
in San Luis. From the Vega to the
acequias to Santa Ana, people here
are proud of the way of life that has
remained mostly the same for the
past 150 years. Recreation is no dif-
ferent. By gathering around com-
munity sports, we are continuing a
tradition that has been connecting
the community for generations.

This year, we will continue those
traditions. There are two softball
tournaments, a volleyball tourna-
ment, and a horseshoes tourna-
ment scheduled for 2025. See be-
low for the specific dates:

Rather than assign
a representative, the town board
wanted to hear from the commu-
nity to see if there are any citizens
of San Luis that would be interest-
ed in being a part of this important
committee.
